Organic Chemistry Lab II 

 Lab Reports Exps. 1 - 6
Our writing of Lab Reports is a practice of writing formal reports, in the format of scientific journal articles. Your lab instructor will  provide sample journals. The strict format of chemistry reports allows for easy access to the information needed.

Lab Reports must be written independently. 

They have to be in correct English. Short, clear sentences work well! Use full sentences for introduction, procedure, discussion, and conclusion.

Lab reports have to be on separate sheets of paper (not Notebook pages) and should be very neat (typed preferred, but very neat and legible handwriting is accepted). 
Your Lab Report must include:

· Your name, the date, and title of the experiment

· A brief Abstract (3 or 4 sentences summarizing your lab experiment) 
· An Introduction to the experiment that explains purpose, chemical background and expectations. It has to include the chemical structures of the compounds and mechanisms involved. 
· A condensed Procedure, written in the past, impersonal form. (Do not use: 1., 2., 3., ….) The procedure has to state what you did (which may be different from the printed procedure). 
· Calculations, any graphs, spectra. 
· Results on the completed Report Form from the Lab Manual

· A careful, critical Discussion of your results. Do your results support the theory? Explain how. Difficulties? Errors? Suggestions for improving
· A brief Conclusion 
· A list of References (Use proper format: Author, title, pp., publisher, year) 
· Problem Sets assigned at the end of each experiment in your Lab Manual 
Staple your report pages in order.

Lab Reports are normally due one week after the completion of each experiment.

Late reports lead to point deductions.
