This course is designed as a “culminating experience” for seniors in Economics and senior standing is a prerequisite for the course.  This is primarily a lab/project-oriented course in which you will be expected to conduct your own research and write papers.

Grading and attendance: Grades in the class will be determined by several class projects, including a final project.  One project involves a presentation. There are no formal exams in the class.

Late Assignments:  You will be allowed to turn in two assignments up to one week late.  After that, your grade will be reduced for lateness.  If all of your assignments are not completed by Thursday of finals week you will receive an incomplete or an NC and you final grade in the class will be reduced substantially.
Attendance:  Attendance is mandatory and will be taken every week.  Students who do not attend will lose class participation points.  Two absences are excusable during the semester.
