An essential characteristic of
a building is that it has floors. Note
that towers are NOT included in the
list. Although a number of tall build-
ings on this list have "Tower" in their
name—the famous Petronas Towers,
for example—none are technically
fowers.

radio antennas, or flag poles. Height
is listed in both meters and feet and
is rounded to the nearest integer.
This is the official criterion used by
the Council in determining ranking.
In many cases, the height of a build-
ing is supplied to the Council using
only one unit of measure (either feet
or meters). Based on the exact value
of the unit supplied, the other unit’s
value is mathematically calculated,
then rounded to the nearest integer.
The final determinant in ranking a
building’s height is the footage —not
meters—because of footage's
smaller (and therefore more precise)

incremental value.

“UC" stands for Under Construction.
For a building that is currently under
construction to appear on the list it
must be “topped out.”

Council on Tall Buildings and Urban Habi-
tat made a compromise. They defined 4
categories for measuring tall buildings:

.2 Height to the structural or architectural top
.2 Height to the highest occupied floor
